· Children will look at the struggle for control of the United Kingdom by the ruling monarchs from the battle of Hastings (1066) to the modern day. 
· Children will use a range of artefacts, historical accounts and information to develop their understanding of the range of individuals who have ruled over our nation and the impact that each of them has had.
